Summary:  At last, after two rounds of chemo with a total of 81 days of hospitalization, I am out of the hospital and preparing for a stem cell transplant.  Because the donor needed a couple of weeks of time before doing his part of the transplant, we are able to go to NC.  We rented a condo with a pool the first week because our own beach house was rented to others.  In the 2+ weeks we were there, we ran “Camp Zac” starting with going to his birthday party.  Both Luc and Zac stayed with us twelve days and ten nights.  We loved it.  I went to the hospital with good cardiovascular and muscle strength.

I entered the hospital on Aug 23rd.  Although the chemo was relatively mild, I had infections and lost strength rapidly.  I got two bags of donor stem cells on Aug 30th; thus began a new phase of recovery from Leukemia – chimerism.
